Why Torbay Street Pastors need a “safe place”?
We are:

· 2 trained volunteer teams on Torquay harbour side

· carrying a NiteNet radio and mobile phones

· on duty Friday from 10pm to 2am 

· on duty Saturday from 10pm to 4am

· supported by the Police and Torbay Council

Who?

· 72 trained volunteers from local churches

· each volunteer gives one night per month

· age ranges from 22 to 76

what for?

· pastor = caring, listening, helping

· basic welfare for people heavily in drink

· reducing vulnerability of lone individuals

· calming emotional or aggressive situations

· local information - night buses, taxi stands

· signposting to support services
we do not:
· give out money for taxi fares!!

· work as individuals - always in teams of 3 or 4

· work for the Police or Council

· preach - we are there to listen, care, and help

TORBAY COUNCIL SAFE BUS
The Torbay Council Safe Bus is a converted single-decker Stagecoach bus.  Where there were seats there are now two long benches.  This Safe Bus has become a place where people are safe, if they have lost friends or need a lift home and want to contact home.  It is also a place where people are cared for if their drinks have been spiked or they have drunk too much.  The Safe Bus is a place where folks can sober up before getting a taxi home.
The Safe Bus operates from the end of May until the end of August, Christmas, New Year and Easter.

Torbay Street Pastors & The Safe Bus
When we are on duty as teams on a Friday or Saturday night and the Safe Bus is operating we use it a lot.  It means that if someone is afraid and wants a team to wait with them until they are picked up, that team’s time is dedicated to standing and waiting for the lift to arrive, stopping the team from helping others.  When the Safe Bus is in situ we can take that person there and carry on looking out for others.  The Safe Bus helps us to be more effective and to help more people.
“torbay street pastors’ safe place” project
Torbay Street Pastors would like to adapt a long wheel base van i.e. Peugeot Boxer or Mercedes Sprinter in a similar way to the Safe Bus i.e. with corner benches, a table and facilities for washing and making drinks.  This would be used when the Torbay Council Safe Bus is not in situ.  When the Safe Bus is in situ we could use our adapted van as a mobile unit with a team on board who can then be sent to Paignton, Brixham or residential area when needed.
